The women have been considered as property where 

somebody has its ownership. Citing one reason she pointed out that women, wealth and 



land are being considered as an object to have ownership.She had also touched the 

discrimination involved where the Women have been deprived of property ownership rights, 

intellectual properties, conservative attitude of family members, society, even teachers 

shows such discrimination. There is a need to respect own self and protect own will and 

happiness women should be feeling proud about themselves and the women should have 

zero tolerance level and raise red flag against the discrimination. The speaker focused on 

majors on ideological resources for women. Explaining how body politics is played how 

women are been discriminated. Where even her own body is made as threat to her. Due 

to the societal norms attached. The speaker focused more on how a women should be 

focusing more on her own health where she needs to understand that dress for others and 

food for own self.Also suggested that the need to encourage the women to express 

themselves in verbal and in literature form, she also expressed need of time to learn the 

global skills, languages, that is English which will lead to make a women as global person. 

While again focusing on importance of knowledge she also stated that the knowledge 

liberates you form. Ultimately the speaker shared the importance of women being 

financially independent. Overall the discrimination level involved in the society and how 

women needs to understand the victimisation of women in the hands of society she had 

enlighten the need of liberation of women by women and to support other women is the 

best key against the discrimination.
